     the first semester of his/her senior year.

B. Character - - the applicant must be of high moral character.

C. Leadership - - the applicant must exhibit good leadership qualities.

D. Agricultural Interest - - the applicant must have been entered and 

participated as an exhibitor in at least two (2) Cherokee     County Junior Stock Shows, including the current year.
